The Community Center is located at 20025 Mack
Plaza, adjoining City Hall. Three attractive rooms
are available for rent by residents. They offer
space for an intimate gathering of 24 or less, or a
grander party for up to 125 guests. A copy of the
rental, catering and alcohol guidelines and rates
is available at www.gpwmi.us or upon request.

A variety of leisure-time activities take place

at the Community Center. They are publicized
on Grosse Pointe Cable channel 22 and in the
Update newsletter delivered to all residences in
February, May, August and November.

Park pass validation

The Community Center processes park pass applications annually. Passes for each resident, six
years and older, must be validated at the Community Center in order to gain entry to any of
the city parks. New residents must show proof of residency, including those who have moved
to another Grosse Pointe Woods address, anyone newly added to the list, and any non-head-of-
household 21 years or older.

Lost, stolen or mislaid permits may be replaced for a fee, limited to one duplicate per person
per calendar year. Duplicate permits do not include guest privileges, except with city council
approval.

Special visitor passes are issued for out-of-town guests coming 100 miles or more and staying
for an extended period.

A caregiver permit, costing $5, may be issued to a household and used by any non-resident
caregiver only when accompanied by the resident or child requiring caregiver services.

Park. They also assemble and distribute Christmas baskets to seniors in need in the community.

PAATS offers low-cost transportation for seniors and disabled persons of any age in Harper
Woods, the five Grosse Pointes, and the area bounded by 11 Mile Road, Gratiot, Chalmers

and Lake St. Clair/Detroit River. Service is available weekdays, 7:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m.; 36-hour
advance reservation is requested, but same-day service may be available if time and space allow.

Taxi service provided by Shamrock Cab

A subsidized taxi service is available for seniors and disabled persons of any age. The city will
pay the first $3 of any taxi fare with the Shamrock Cab Co. To participate in the program, you
must be at least 60 years of age, live in Grosse Pointe Woods, and identify yourself with a park
pass, driver’s license, or Secretary of State ID card. Disabled persons must have a doctor’s letter
attesting to their disability.

The City of Grosse Pointe Woods broadcasts on Comcast cable television channel 22. Available
24 hours a day, it keeps residents current on local news, schedules of events and announcements.
The five cities that make up Grosse Pointe Cable — Grosse Pointe, Grosse Pointe Park, Grosse
Pointe Farms, Grosse Pointe Woods and Harper Woods — have access to channel 22. Grosse
Pointe Woods is given a segment of time to air city messages to its residents. The message time
rotates with the other cities and the Grosse Pointe War Memorial which hosts the channel.
